Stage 5: SPEEC Article entries
Throughout the semester, you will collect a total of five (5) articles. One of your entries can be a video newscast clip or a documentary and the rest must come from a variety of reliable media and academic sources that may include, but are not limited to, newspaper articles, news websites, academic journal articles, and magazine articles. Your selections MUST reflect a variety of different types of issues SPEEC (social, political, economic, environmental, cultural) and should connect to the main units and/or topics of study in the course. Your articles must be current dating from September 2012-present.
For each of your 8 articles, you must complete an article summary as shown in Unit #1.  Each must include

· Argument: Claim - In the article “title of article”, (author) states that……
· Argument: Evidence – minimum two points of evidence with possible explanation if needed. Use empirical, testimonial, analogical or anecdotal. 
· Conclusion – ends summary with a question, a concluding thought or idea that wraps up the summary.
· In-text citation – refers to full APA citation (Holmes, 2014).  Full citation is included on your Works Cited page on your website.
Summary Exemplar

In the article “People vs. Starbucks”, Rowenna Davis states that Starbucks has focused its marketing strategies on presenting an ethical, virtuous and socially responsible image to their customers to increase sales. However, in practice Starbucks fall short of living out this ethic with their suppliers from the developing world. Ms. Davis uses testimonial data obtained from an interview on 60 minutes with Starbucks CEO Howards Schultz where he claims that “We’re in the business of human connection and humanity”, to prove that Starbucks has indeed focused their efforts on presenting a image to sell their product instead of advertising the product itself. In addition, empirical data collected by farmers who supply ‘fair trade’ coffee to Starbucks were being paid $0.57 per pound for their coffee which was then sold for $26 in stores. Despite an increase in coffee prices internationally, the wage for farmers has not increased in accordance to increased revenues. Results of the Coffee and Farmer Equity (CAFÉ) standards indicate that 69 per cent of farmers that supply Starbucks with coffee fail to meet the criteria (fair and human working conditions, minimum child labour laws, etc).  In the future, companies that don’t put people over profit will find that the public awareness will lead to reduced profits (Davis, 2008).
