Political Map of Canada

Your first mapping assignment is to produce a political map of Canada.  Refer to the handout “How to Make a Good Map” and follow the instructions carefully.  Please hand in this sheet with your map.

Your finished map must contain all of the elements outlined in “TODALS”.  In addition, the following must be neatly added to the map:

Names of all provinces, all territories, all capital cities (14 in all!)

The map must be coloured to show the political divisions.  Each area should be a different colour.  In case you run out of colours, you may repeat them, but they cannot be in neighbouring areas.  Also keep in mind, blue is for water only!

You will notice that your blank map contains no scale, north point or any other “helpful” feature.  You must create these on your own.  Be creative, but be accurate.

A hint on how to determine scale: find a map of Canada that HAS a scale…then look for a common feature.  Your scale should be in an easy to use division such as 500km or 1000km.  Think about it!!
