UN World Summit Summative
Rationale
In order to be active global citizens, it is vital that you are not only aware of issues going on in the world, but that you can critically analyze these issues, and the mediums through which they are presented. To that end, it is necessary that you be reading news articles, academic journals, watching the news and other media outlets on a daily basis. The goal is for you to be able to effectively analyze world issues and form educated opinions about a variety of issues in order to propose meaningful solutions.

Your culminating assignment for the course provides you with the chance to connect what you are learning in class to what is happening beyond our four walls. You will increase your knowledge and understanding of current and ongoing issues while applying your critical analysis skills to a simulation of real-world problem solving.  Experiential learning is one of the most powerful models for bringing about true understanding and application of knowledge.  This model has been employed here, to enhance your learning and your experience of World Issues.

World renowned Economist Jeffrey Sachs coined the term “Clinical Economics” in his book The End of Poverty.  

Sachs says, “In order to address and remedy the specific economic stumbling blocks of various countries, Sachs espouses the use of what he terms "clinical economics", by analogy to medicine. Sachs explains that countries, like patients, are complex systems, requiring differential diagnosis, an understanding of context, monitoring and evaluation, and professional standards of ethics.[1] Clinical economics requires a methodic analysis and "differential diagnosis" of a country's economic problems, followed by a specifically tailored prescription. Many factors can affect a country's ability to enter the world market, including government corruption; legal and social disparities based on gender, ethnicity, or caste; diseases such as AIDS and malaria; lack of infrastructure (including transportation, communications, health, and trade), unstable political landscapes; protectionism; and geographic barriers. Sachs discusses each factor, and its potential remedies, in turn.” (Sachs, 2005. pg. 74)
 There are many parts to this summative, some of which will be evaluated as course work and will be included in your assignment mark. The last day for Term work is May 30th.  Work after May 30th will consist of your exam (15%) and the UN World Summit and FPP (15%).  However, from start to end, all parts are necessary to be success at the UN World Summit and your FPP. 
UN World Summit Simulation

You will be acting as a delegate for a country of your choosing and completing a geographic inquiry (question, research, argument) throughout the semester. Each stage will build into the next, culminating in the UN World Summit, where all nations (in our class) will be discussing future allocation of UN funds and human resources, with press reporting on it. Each country faces different issues, and each delegate will be working at the Summit to benefit their country. 

2015 marks the end of the UN Millennium Development Goals (MDG), how should UN funds and human resources be spent from 2015-2025? Development of new goals.

You will begin by choosing a country to represent.  Here is a list of the countries attending the UN World Summit.

Note: there can be 1 member of the press for every 8 countries represented at the Summit.  If someone wishes to represent the press, their role will be different during the summit, but all work before the summit will be similar. 

Stage 1a: Country/Press Website

To complete Stage 1, you must create a website for your country using www.weebly.com.  In class instructions will help you get started, but this must be completed during MSIP or outside of normal class time. You can look at the website Mr. Holmes has created as an example to get you started  http://canadaunsummit.weebly.com/. Format, design, is all up to you, but your website MUST include tabs for the following;

a) Homepage – Give a general overview of the country (e.g. politics, economics, language, culture, etc.).    In addition, include two maps on this page – one that puts your nation within the context of the world and a second that displays the political boundaries of your country.
b) Political Cartoon – your own, original, political cartoon about a current issue occurring in your country. (UNIT #1)
c) Country Profile –Describe the current demographics (e.g. birth and death rate, life expectancy, stage of demographic transition, etc.). Results from Stage 2. If you represent the press, what country are you from. Complete profile for your country. (UNIT #2)
d) Demographic Comparative Analysis –Posting your research into the relationship between different sets of data in from Gapminder.  (UNIT #2)
e) Articles – article summaries from 5 different articles you have read during the semester. You must have 1 submission for each one of SPEEC. (UNIT #1-4)
f) UN World Summit 2014 – outlines your countries objectives leading up to the Summit.  (June)
g) Blog – available for any other delegate to post comments/share ideas, leading up to the summit. (UNIT #1-4)
h) Works Cited – you must reference all your sources with embedded citations and create a Works Cited list (use APA guide on course outline to help).

Add additional images to your website where necessary.  If you want, you can also add other web tools such as Google Maps, downloadable documents, photo galleries, slideshows, and embedded YouTube videos (all possible to do on weebly.com).

Stage 4: TNC and Sweatshop Blog response
You will write a blog entry from the perspective of an observer within our sweatshop debate. The entry must be posted on your website at the conclusion of our Africa Unit. 
Stage 5: SPEEC Article entries
Throughout the semester, you will collect a total of five (5) articles. One of your entries can be a video newscast clip or a documentary and the rest must come from a variety of reliable media and academic sources that may include, but are not limited to, newspaper articles, news websites, academic journal articles, and magazine articles. Your selections MUST reflect a variety of different types of issues SPEEC (social, political, economic, environmental, cultural) and should connect to the main units and/or topics of study in the course. Your articles must be current dating from September 2012-present.
For each of your 8 articles, you must complete an article summary as shown in Unit #1.  Each must include
· Argument: Claim - In the article “title of article”, (author) states that……
· Argument: Evidence – minimum two points of evidence with possible explanation if needed. Use empirical, testimonial, analogical or anecdotal. 
· Conclusion – ends summary with a question, a concluding thought or idea that wraps up the summary.
· In-text citation – refers to full APA citation (Holmes, 2014).  Full citation is included on your Works Cited page on your website.
Due Dates
Article Summaries can be concluded at any point throughout the semester, but must be on the website on or before the ASSESSMENT DATE of April 29th.  With the Due DATE for evaluation will be on or before May 30th.
Peer Reviews and Timelines

You need to start this assignment NOW, as we will be conducting peer reviews throughout the semester (2 minimum). YOU EARN MARKS FOR PROVIDING MEANINGFUL FEEDBACK to your peers as well as using the feedback you receive to improve your own work. DO NOT SKIP THIS STEP! You must have at least 2 article summaries reviewed by different peers.
