Demographic Comparative Analysis Assignment

In this assignment you will have the opportunity to:

· describe selected demographic trends and explain the factors influencing them

· demonstrate an understanding of the use of geographic representations

· use statistical analysis techniques to interpret and analyze data
In University, you will be asked to write comparative analysis papers in which you compare two variables to determine whether or not there are relationships that we can make between data. In this comparative analysis assignment, your job is to identify correlation (positive, negative) between two variables.  To do this, you will be investigating the relationship between variables within your “Summit” Country. You will use www.gapminder.org to develop your research, which you will post on your Summit country website. There will be a tutorial in class to help you use Gapminder.
Questions you will investigate:
In your country, is there a relationship between;
1) Wealth and health? Wealth and fertility? Population and literacy rate? Others?  

Try other combinations until you have come up with correlations that may tell you something about the social/political/economic/environmental/cultural make-up of your country.

You can save and share your results from Gapminder and post them on your Summit country website. 
Develop an Argument:

Use one of the correlations from your research to become your conclusion. This formulates the “claim” in your argument, now you need to find evidence to support or refute this. Would you like to examine other data/information to make conclusions? Time to do some research

· a clear claim (from correlative analysis on gapminder, visual graph represented).

· offer reasons for the correlation (evidence) remember the strongest evidence is always primary empirical data.
